Vicar’s Message  
Dear Beloved in Christ, 
We have entered the Great Lent with fasting, prayer 
and meditations on the sufferings and crucifixion of 
Christ. We are treading the path of salvation by trying 
to be united with Him in His passion. 
 
Fasting, Prayer and Charity purge our sins and 
reclaim our lost likeness with God. It would banish 
greed and fill our hearts with love, peace and 
happiness. During this lent we should also meditate 
on Christ's forty days' fast as recorded in Matthew 
4:1-2, Then Jesus was led by the Spirit into the 
desert to be tempted by the devil. After fasting forty 
days and forty nights, he was hungry. 

Prayer and fasting will strengthen us to abstain from 
all temptations that lead us to sin. In the book of 
Genesis 2:16-17 we read about God's first command 
to Man. And the LORD God commanded the man, 
"You are free to eat from any tree in the garden; but 
you must not eat from the tree of the knowledge of 
good and evil, for when you eat of it you will surely 
die". Man disobeyed the first command "not to eat". 
This command was a message of fasting and 
sacrifice. Subsequently we read about the price man 
paid for his disobedience. And the price paid by the 
Son of Man to redeem him was His crucifixion at 
Calvary. 

By fasting and prayer we are bound to look at our 
brothers with compassion. If anyone has material 
possessions and sees his brother in need but has no 
pity on him, how can the love of God be in him? 1 
John 3:17. Therefore we should have concern and 
should care about our brethren and strive to attain the 
charisma of the Good Samaritan. 

In this way, this Lent should enable us to grow in the 
Love of God and live with love for one another. May 
our Prayers, our fasts, our confession and Holy 
Communion, and our participation in the Holy rites 
lead us to the experience of the complete salvation 
and oneness with God.
