Vicar’s Message 

Dear Beloved in Christ, 

Every Christian should get his house blessed by a 
priest at least once a year before the Feast of the 
Pentecost. Today, I would like share you the reasons 
why it is our tradition to do it. 

From the moment we accept the Lord Jesus Christ a 
host of evil powers array against us, ready for battle. 
Every one of us is in the battlefield. Be self-controlled 
and alert. Your enemy the devil prowls around like a 
roaring lion looking for someone to devour. Resist 
him, standing firm in the faith, because you know 
that your brothers throughout the world are 
undergoing the same kind of sufferings.1 Peter 5:8-9. 
The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I 
have come that they may have life, and have it to the 
full. John 10:10 

In Christ we are blessed with all spiritual blessing and 
we are the heirs to His promises. Conquest precedes 
possession. We have the right to possess healing and 
health, prosperity, power of ministry, gifts and the 
fruits of the Holy Spirit and all the other privileges. 
But in practice we don’t seem to enjoy these 
blessings and privileges because Satan has made an 
enclosure around us like the walls of Jericho. 

 Therefore rejoice you heavens and you who dwell in 
them! But woe to the earth and the sea, because the 
devil has gone down to you! He is filled with 
fury, because he knows that his time is short. 
Revelations 12:12 

He hinders us from enjoying the fullness of God’s 
blessings which is rightfully ours. Every one of us is in 
a battlefield facing enormous spiritual warfare. For 
our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but 
against the rulers, against the authorities, against 
the powers of this dark world and against the 
spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms. 

Therefore put on the full armor of God, so that when 
the day of evil comes, you may be able to stand your 
ground, and after you have done everything, to 
stand. Ephesians 6:12-13

of God, the most powerful is Worship. We should 
bless our homes before the Feast of Pentecost to 
receive the Holy Spirit who will guide our life and 
show the light of Jesus in darkness. Take care of 
them until the fourteenth day of the month, when all 
the people of the community of Israel must slaughter 
them at twilight. Then they are to take some of the 
blood and put it on the sides and tops of the 
doorframes of the houses where they eat the lambs. 
Exodus 12:6-7 

The blood will be a sign for you on the houses where 
you are; and when I see the blood, I will pass over 
you. No destructive plague will touch you when I 
strike Egypt. Exodus 12:13 

Man, who was created in the Image and Likeness of 
the Holy God, in whom the Holy Spirit should dwell 
should therefore live in a clean blessed Home.  
Therefore before we receive the Holy Spirit during 
the Feast of the Pentecost we should have our 
homes blessed. Jesus said to him, "Today salvation 
has come to this house, because this man, too, is a 
ǎƻƴ ƻŦ !ōǊŀƘŀƳΦέ Luke 19:9 

That is the reason why we have the tradition of 
Blessing our Homes before the Feast of the 
Pentecost. 

I would therefore like to request you all to get this 
done as soon as possible.
