Vicar’s Message 
Dear Beloved in Christ, 

The Word of God brings us a promise – “Looking 
at his disciples, he said: Blessed are you who are 
poor, for yours is the kingdom of God.” (St.Luke 
6:20). This is one of the beautiful promises from 
the Sermon on the Mount by Jesus Christ. 

God has a dream that man and woman – God’s 
Creation  –  should  not  suffer  and  shall  live  in 
peace with  justice and by  sharing  the Bread of 
life  in  harmony.  But  if  we  look  at  the  world 
today, we see no sign of  it’s fulfillment. For the 
fulfillment of the Word of God we need to  look 
at life with the eye of faith and with a real vision 
about the Kingdom of God. 

The  Kingdom  of  God  is  the  reign  of  the 
Sovereign God over all the creation ‐ “The LORD 
hath prepared his throne in the heavens; and his 
kingdom ruleth over all.”
